AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2 OF THE CITY CODE RELATING TO  
THE DATE ON WHICH COMMISSION TERMS BEGIN 

 
The City Council of the City of Bloomington, Minnesota does hereby ordain: 

 
Section 1. That Chapter 2, Section 2.72, of the City Code is amended by deleting the 

stricken text contained in brackets [ ] and by adding the underlined text, to read as follows: 
 

CHAPTER 2:  ADMINISTRATION 
… 

ARTICLE V:  CITY BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS 
… 

 
§ 2.72 COMMISSIONERS. 

… 
 
(c)   Terms. 
 
      (1)   Duration.  Commissioner terms shall be three years in duration, except that a member 
shall serve until a successor is appointed and qualified and except for designated young adult 
commission seats, which terms shall be 12 months in duration. 
      (2)   Staggering.  The term on each commissioner shall be staggered so in any one year, no 
more than one-half of the terms on a commission may expire. 
      (3)   Timing.  Commission terms shall begin on [January] March 1, except that Planning 
Commission and Board of Review terms shall begin on July 1 and young adult terms begin on 
September 1. 
      (4)   Vacancies.  A vacancy during the term of an appointed commissioner shall be filled by 
the City Council for the balance of the unexpired portion of the term.
